Test questions:

1. Outline general background and discuss the events during the reigns of James I and his son leading up to the outbreak of the English Civil War in 1642. (Path to war, the Gunpowder Plot, Charles I, the Petition of Right, eleven years without parliament.)
2. Discuss the immediate causes and course of the English Civil War. (The Scottish Prayer Book, Long Parliament, rebellion in Ireland, the Cavaliers and Roundheads, Oliver Cromwell and the New Model Army, execution of Charles I.)
3. Explain what the Commonwealth of England was and discuss the most important developments in this period up to 1660. (Treatment of the ‘Papist’ and Presbyterian enemies in Ireland and Scotland, Protector’s sword rule,)  
4. Characterise the reign of Charles II and his efforts to restore the English monarchy after 1660. (Charles’s reception in England, King’s relations with Parliament and the Church of England, plague and the Great Fire.)
