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1       Introduction
        Discourse competence implies an ability to differentiate between various types of discourse, and the skill to create them. Discourse competence is a significant component of communicative competence and an objective at the same time. There are certain strategies for developing discourse competence. These strategies serve as a basis for classifying exercises to  teach discourse which is an issue here.
2      Discourse and discourse competence in terms of methodology
        However, it is of paramount importance to distinguish these concepts in terms of methodology: learning and teaching a foreign language.  Discourse carries certain information, and is at the same time a standard sample of language organization. Thus, that means that discourse conveys information based on the principles of meaningful coherence and consistency. Obviously, it gives the opportunity to learner-orient the teaching activity and the process as a whole. Only then does the learner gain the knowledge of discourse types and their rules, and acquire the skill of how to operate this knowledge, which is more effective.
Conclusion
         To sum it up, what mostly matters in the classroom is how to make discourse strategies more learner-oriented. As it follows, discourse competence combines strategies both for teaching activity and learning activity, or put it in other words, how to teach discourse competence to a learner, and how to develop this targeted discourse competence. For a teacher discourse competence means a system of various learner-oriented exercises. Finally, discourse competence is a basis for learners’ communicative competence which prevails in contemporary methodology, and includes learners ‘understanding the discourse key features as a purpose to accomplish.
