Test questions:

1. Describe the growth of the British Empire in the 18th century with the emphasis on sugar production in the Caribbean (India, East Indies, North America, the Caribbean – plantations, slave trade, working conditions.)
2. Characterise British politics during the early decades of Hanoverian rule and explain what the Jacobite rebellions were about. (George I and II, the Old Pretender, Jacobite rebellion of 1745, Robert Walpole, John Wilkes.)
3. Describe the British involvement in the Napoleonic wars, the Anglo-French military engagements and victory over France (influence of the French Revolution, war with France 1793 – 1802, victory at sea, Wellington, Waterloo.)
4. Outline the social stratification of British society of the 18th with the emphasis on the middle class and conditions of life for the poor in urban areas (the ‘middling sort’, riots, poverty, workhouses)
