TASK:

In our next British Studies class will be looking at Northern Ireland. One of the 

lesson objectives will be to try and understand how difficult the process of 

reconciliation might be for both communities.
INSTRUCTIONS:


Find out about what is usually referred to as the ‘Brighton Bomb’. Read up on the subject as necessary to be able to give answers to the following questions:

· What event is known in recent British history as the ‘Brighton bomb’?

· Has any individual/organization claimed responsibility for the bombing?

· For what purpose was the bomb planted?

· How much damage and casualties did the bomb cause?

· What was the immediate reaction of the two sides? (i. e. those who made the decision to plant it and those for whom it was intended?)
· Who planted the bomb?

· When and where was the bomber caught?

· What sentence did he have to serve for what he did?

· When was the Brighton bomber released for prison?

· What kind of job/jobs has the bomber done since his release?
