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Guidelines for writing a book report

This report should a brief, succinct and your own account of a book you were assigned to read as part of your non-compulsory course assessment. It should not exceed one page (1600 characters, spaces included). Although there is no precise format (layout) with which you have to comply, the body of the report should be a coherent piece of writing with a clear organization of ideas. Write in complete sentences. Notes, bullets and sketchy pieces of information will not do. Below, you will find some suggestions about what you need to discuss in your book report. Write at least one complex sentence to address each of the points. You may add any additional comments of your own, not exceeding the required length.
Here are some points that you can cover and comment on in your book report:
· Introduce the author, title of the book, publishing house and the year of publication. 

· What were your expectations, when you saw the book, for the first time? Had you read anything similar before? (If so, explain when and what.)  

· Briefly, summarize the book’s organization. (Format – hard copy/e-book, cover page, division into chapters, illustrations, appendices).
· Which scholarly field does the subject matter of the book draws most heavily on?

· For whom was the book primarily intended? Do you think yourself are the kind of audience for whom the author wrote their book for? If so/this not being the case, explain why.
· What do you think was the main goal of the author in respect to his audience? (E.g. was it more to impart scholarly knowledge or to teach a skill? Explain.)
· What is the rationale in learning by means of studying what we should NOT do?
· Was the subject matter of the book related to the content of the course you’re attending? (E.e. to the one taught by the teacher who invited you to read this book?) Explain why/why not, or in what way.
· Did the book live up to your expectations? Would you recommend it to a friend of yours?
· Was the book useful for you as a student of English language translation/English language teacher training programme? In what way?
And here’re two more points related specifically to the content of the book entitled An Illustrated Book of Bad Arguments by Ali Almossawi:
· What are logical fallacies? Explain briefly in English.
· This task should be written entirely in Slovak/your native tongue. Translate from English, as neatly and precisely as possible, each of the very first sentences taken from the descriptions of the following six logical fallacies: 1. Ad Hominem, 2. Straw Man, 3. Appeal to Fear, 4. False Dilema, 5. Hasty Generalisation, 6. Appeal to the Bandwagon. 
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
