11. TO BE, TO HAVE, TO DO 

Auxiliary (or helping) V assist the main V in a clause to express several basic grammatical contrasts, such as in person, number and tense. They do not follow the same grammatical rules as main V, which is why they must be considered as a separate class.

Although the auxiliaries have different functions in the VP, they have one important syntactic function in common when they occur initially in the finite VP. (in questions)


Is he asking? 
Has he asked?
Has he been asking?

The first auxiliary of the VP is isolated from the rest of the predicate no matter how complex the VP is. For this purely syntactic function of the auxiliaries, grammarians use the term OPERATOR.

TO BE

is unique among Eng. V in having 8 different forms:


base form: be


present form: 
am (1st person sg.)





is (3rd person sg.)





are (2nd person, 1st and 3rd person pl.)


past form:  
was (1st and 3rd person sg.)





were(2nd person sg.,pl.,1st and 3rd pers. pl)


-ing form:
being


-ed participle:been

Uncontracted negative forms: am not (´m not), is not, are not,

was not, were not, not being.

Contracted negative forms: isn´t, aren´t, wasn´t, weren´t.

The form Aren´t I is widely used in BrE, but there is no generally acceptable contacted form for am not in declarative sentences.

The form Ain´t (AmE) is considered by many to be substandard, as well as serving as a contracted am not , it is used also for isn´t, aren´t.
The auxiliary be has two functions: 


1. as an aspect auxiliary for the progressive,


The cat is sitting in the window.

2. as a passive auxiliary


The window was broken yesterday.

The verb to be is lexical (main) V when it combines with Adj., Adv., Pron.,Prep.Ph., and Ns. 


He was angry. 
He is a good swimmer.

The progressive forms normally occur only with the present and the past forms of be.

present forms: am being, is being, are being

past forms: was being, were being

The progressive is possible with adjectives, such as angry stupid, naughty, silly, referring to passing behaviour.

It is impossible with adjectives describing states (hungry, thirsty).


Temporary behaviour: She is being nervous.


Usual behaviour: 
 She is very nervous.

The forms of the present perfect are has been and have been.

The form of the past perfect is had been

The form of the future is shall/will be,contracted form:´ll be

The form of the future perfect is shall/will have been

The aspect auxiliary HAVE combines with past participles to form perfective complex verb phrases. Have has the following forms:

HAVE as a lexical (main) V.

1. HAVE (= possess) is a stative V, it cannot be used in the progressive aspect, it is not normally used in the passive.

In simple tenses HAVE has the following forms:

present:


have

past:    


had

present perfect:

future: 


will have

future perfect:
will have had

HAVE and HAVE GOT are often interchangeable, but there are differences between British and American usage.

1. HAVE GOT is basically a perfect form of the verb get:


I´ve got the book from the shop. (= I have obtained it.)

2. HAVE GOT can also mean possess in BrE:


I´ve got the book. (= I possess it. Mám tú knihu.)

In BrE have got can be used as the perfect form of get and present form of have. In spoken, idiomatic BrE HAVE GOT is more common than HAVE and is used only for present reference. The past form HAD of the verb HAVE GOT is generally preferred. 

HAD GOT means had obtained.

In AmE have gotten always means have obtained. 

In BrE questions with have = possess can be formed by inversion, in AmE by means of operators do, does, did. This is becoming more common in BrE.


Do you have a car?


Did he have a new bike? 

In BrE negatives with have = possess can be formed by means of operators do, does, did + not, which is more common than haven´t hadn´t.

Inversion and negatative with not is applied with HAVE GOT. 


Have you got a new coat? 
I haven´t got a car.

2. HAVE, in the sense of eat, drink, enjoy, take, experience, etc., is a dynamic V, thus it can be used in the progressive form of all the tenses.


I have some coffee here. Can I get you some? (stative)


I am having coffee. Can I get you some? (dynamic)

Have got can never replace HAVE used as a dynamic V.

HAVE, in the sense of enjoy, take, etc, is used like any other lexical V. Questions and negatives in the simple present and simple past must be formed with do, does, did.


Do you have sugar in your coffee? I don´t have sugar ...


Did you have a nice trip?  I didn´t have a nice trip.

There are no contracted forms of HAVE in the simple present and simple past.

The forms of the simple present perfect of HAVE = take are: 

have had and has had, haven´t had, hasn´t had

The forms of the simple past perfect are: 

had had and hadn´t had, 

HAVE + determiner + noun is used in the sense of perform the activity:

1.DO auxiliary is required in the following cases:

1.1. In sentences negated by not where the V is imperative, simple present, or simple past:


Don´t wait!
He doesn´t like it. 
She didn´t stop.

1.2. In questions involving inversion where the V is in the simple present or past tense:


Does he live in London?

Did he enjoy it?

1.3. In tag questions and substitute clauses where the V is simple present or past tense.

He wants to study at the university, doesn´t he?
1.4. In emphatic or persuasive constructions where the V is simple present, simple past, or imperative.


Do come in! 
He did see them.

1.5. In sentences with inversion caused by certain introductory words such as the negative adverbs, never, hardly, seldom when the V is in the simple present or past tense.


Never did he believe that she would apologize.
